a successful career in this industry and why. Recommendations should be selected from a faculty
member, academic advisor, or work-related supervisor.

e Any Applicant recommended by a Boston SKAL member will be given first consideration.

e Preferred consideration will also be given to recommendations from any other SKAL member.

e Official College Transcript (within three months) — no copies, no unofficial or any other facsimile will
be accepted.
